! The programme

! The Location

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! The Language Courses 
 
The courses are held in small groups from Monday to Friday.  
They consist of 20 lessons per week, during which we use exclusively the Italian language.  
Each lesson has a duration of 45 minutes. 
Our highly qualified teachers, all with university degree and the special preparation to teach 
Italian as a foreign language. They have great expertise in working with groups of students 
aged between 12 to 17 years old.

! The Accommodation 
 
The campus is located in the heart of the old town of Trieste. The students are 
accommodated in double or triple rooms, all of which have a private bathroom. On campus 
there are also a canteen, a big sports hall, a smaller training ground gym, changing rooms 
for the gym, a self-study hall, a play room, a chapel and a garden.
